Cruelty Charges Laid against Emanuel Exports!
PACAT, Animals Australia and Compassion in World Farming (CIWF) celebrate animal cruelty charges
being laid. On the 9th of November 2005, Western Australian police acting on behalf of the WA State
Solicitor and the Western Australian Government, lodged animal cruelty charges against West Perth
livestock exporting company Emanuel Exports and its two directors. These charges were laid for a
routine shipment of 103,000 live sheep that were shipped via the MV Al Kuwait, and exported to Kuwait
in 2003. Emanuel Exports et al have been charged with breaching Section 19 of the Animal Welfare Act
which stipulates that a person must not: S.19 (1) be cruel to an animal; S.19 (3) (a) transport an animal
in a way that is likely to cause it harm; S.19 (3) (b) confine an animal in a way that is likely to cause it
unnecessary harm and S.19 (3) (d) not provide proper food. On January 12, 2006, Emanuel Exports and
its two directors pleaded not guilty to the charges and the court case will go to full trial during this year,
2006. If a routine live export shipment is found by the WA judicial system to breach the state’s animal
welfare laws, it is suspected that it could make the continuation of the WA live animal export trade
(where 80% of the animals are exported from) indefensible. This is great news for the millions of
exported animals that suffer this undeniably cruel trade. PACAT congratulates and thanks everyone who
contributed toward the investigation, and for ensuring the charges were laid.
