Charges against Emanuel Exports - Update 
On 27 April PACAT attended yet another Emanuel Exports hearing at Perth Magistrates Court. Livestock 
exports company, Emanuel Exports, and its two directors, are currently facing charges under the Animal 
Welfare Act 2002 (WA) with respect to the shipment of 103, 000 sheep. The hearing on the 27 April saw a 
further adjournment. A full hearing is expected to be held on 25 May 2006.  
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National Day of Action - Saturday, 25 March 2006  
 

Following the recent exposure of cruelty towards exported Australian animals, 
animal welfare groups across the country took part in a national day of action 
to end live animal exports. PACAT and Sheila the Australian Cow (pictured 
right, draped in an Aussie flag) took the issue to the streets. In a desperate 
attempt to show Australians that she wanted to stay home and not be shipped 
to the Middle East, Sheila the Cow spent the day doing things that Australians 
love to do — she went to the beach, shopped in Perth and stopped for a 
coffee. Sheila was welcomed on the trains and streets of Fremantle and 
Perth, and best of all, she touched the hearts of many. 
 
PACAT supporters handed out Action Packs in the streets — gold envelopes that contained the most up-to-
date information regarding the Middle East investigation by Animals Australia. The Packs also included 
valuable information about how to stand up and take action to help end the cruel, barbaric live animal 
export trade. It was a great day for all, especially for Sheila. 

  
The live animal export industry and the Federal Government continue to claim that they are doing animals a 
favour by improving handling and slaughter practices in the Middle East. However, there is no actual 
evidence to support their claims, just empty words! Conclusive evidence uncovered by Animals Australia 
indisputably shows that Australian animals are being shipped to countries where they are subjected to 
unacceptable callous handling and slaughter practices. 
 
Commenting on the National Day of Action, PACAT volunteers concluded that the public knew the issues, 
had seen the '60 Minutes' expose of live animal exports to Egypt, and were happy to sign petitions and take 
action packs. It was a very successful day. 

  
The Community Newspaper Group covered the event, giving the issue much needed exposure.

Our protest got a wee mention in the Fremantle Herald and Johnny and Alan were reminded, once again, 
about this important issue. We continue to fight for millions of animals and we are going to keep shouting!!

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Sheep jumps from truck to tragic end  
 
As trucks overloaded with sheep passed Sharon Chamberlain on her way to work on Tuesday 14 March, 
she noticed a sheep lying on the side of Mundijong Road. Alarmed, Sharon stopped to assist the animal 
who had been on its way to the ship, ‘Al Kuwait’, docked in Fremantle harbour.  As she pulled the sheep 
from the ditch, she could hear the bones in its legs crunching together. The animal was also bleeding from 
its mouth and nose. It had deep lacerations on the right side of its body and large amounts of the skin were 
peeled back, exposing flesh. Sharon, a vet nurse, said “the injuries were very fresh. The blood had not 
begun to coagulate. Both horns had snapped off the skull and the sheep could not control its hindquarters.” 

  
Sharon dragged the injured animal up the road towards her car. Many sheep trucks passed her and no-one 
stopped to lend a hand. Sharon got the sheep onto the bonnet of her car and then, after some time, 
managed to get it in the back seat. Sometime later, the kind veterinary surgeon at Port Kennedy Veterinary 
Hospital gave the sheep pain relief while he assessed the extent of the injuries. Unfortunately, the injuries 
were so severe that the animal had to be euthanized. Sharon said that this was not the first time she 
rescued a sheep that had fallen off a truck, and if the vet could have pinned the leg and saved the sheep he 
would have. However, the animal had multiple broken bones and injuries, and could not be saved. 
 
Too often sheep are overloaded in trucks while being transported. Sadly, PACAT has received reports like 
Sharon’s many times.  Animals jumping or falling off open-top trucks is unacceptable for an industry that 
claims animal welfare is its main priority.  PACAT have brought the issue to the attention of the State 
Government’s Department of Local Government and Regional Development, who administer the Animal 
Welfare Act 2002 (WA), arguing that open-top tiered trucks should be made illegal and that animals falling 
out of trucks is clearly not acceptable. Lisa Critchley, PACAT’s Campaign Coordinator, wrote a detailed 
incident report and submitted it, along with photographic evidence, to eighteen key players in the industry, 
including ministers. All sections of the livestock industry met in March to discuss animal welfare. Minister for 
Local Government and Regional Development, Mr John Ford, discussed Lisa’s report and stated that these 
incidents must not continue to happen. PACAT will keep the issues before the Minister and keep up the 
pressure.  All incident reports and photographs will continue to go to the Minister’s office.

Truck Watch WA – Don’t turn AWAY from the animals o n trucks 
Do you drive along Leach Highway? Do you see animals suffering in trucks? PACAT members are 
encouraged to report breaches of the codes of practice for animal transportation to the Department of Local 
Government and Regional Development and the RSPCA. PACAT has compiled a set of useful instructions 
that will help you identify breaches, assist you to record the right details and tell you who to send your 
incident report to. 

There is plenty to look for; you just need to know how to do it. See the insert in this newsletter for Truck 
Watch WA instructions and an incident report sheet. Keep a camera, instructions, incident report sheets 
and pens in your car. Don’t turn away - you will make a difference if you speak up for the animals. For 
further information on State Codes of Practice, visit the Department of Local Government and Regional 
Development’s website at:
